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The year 2025 was another year of intensive
work and concrete assistance for the Single
Mothers' Club to families who found
themselves in difficult life situations. Although
some economic indicators are gradually
stabilizing, the reality for many single parents
remains complex. High costs of housing, food,
and basic necessities for children mean that
single-parent households continue to be
among the groups most at risk of income
poverty.

We respond to this situation with long-term,
systematic, and targeted assistance. In 2025,
we provided direct financial support to more
than 600 single-parent families, totaling
nearly CZK 7 million. The assistance was
primarily directed toward covering the costs of
housing, food, and expenses related to
children's schooling. Our goal is to help
families overcome this crisis period and
prevent their situation from worsening.

Our work also includes projects focused on
supporting children, such as contributions to
summer camps and outdoor schools, the Back
to School initiative, and the Christmas Tree of
Fulfilled Wishes. These programs help reduce
the impact of economic uncertainty on
children and allow them to enjoy the same
opportunities as their peers.

We would like to thank all our donors, partners,
and supporters who help us provide this
assistance on a long-term basis. Thanks to
their trust, we can continue our work, which
has a real impact on the lives of single-parent
families and their children.



Comprehensive support for single parents

Since its founding in 2018, the Single Mothers'
Club has become one of the key non-profit
organizations in the Czech Republic providing
comprehensive support to single parents. Our
goal is to make life easier for families in
difficult situations by providing financial,
material, professional, legal, and informational
assistance designed to respond to the real
needs of this target group in the long term.

Financial support

In 2025, we continued to maintain and expand
our financial programs. Over the twelve
months of the year, the amount of financial
assistance provided approached CZK 7 million.

The vast majority of the financial support
provided was primarily for housing-related
costs (rent, utilities) and food.

Our long-term programs also include:

– contributions for school supplies, school
lunches, IT equipment, skiing, and
extracurricular activities.

Christmas Wish Tree – providing Christmas
gifts for children from the most vulnerable
families.

KEY ACTIVITIES
Financial support for single-parent families

The year 2025 confirmed that the strategy of
providing more targeted and intensive support to a
smaller number of families is the right direction to
take. The economic situation of single-parent
households remains tense, especially in terms of
housing, energy, and food costs. Rising prices for
services, school activities, and leisure programs are
also putting pressure on family budgets.

In 2025, direct financial assistance exceeded CZK
6.8 million, with support primarily directed toward:

covering housing and energy costs,
providing basic food,
school supplies and educational expenses under
the Back to School program,
covering extracurricular activities, clubs, and
school trips,
supporting children's participation in summer
camps,
providing Christmas gifts for children of single
parents in difficult financial situations.

Cooperation project with shelters

In 2025, we launched a cooperation project with
shelters in all regions of the country. Its aim was to
systematically support single parents with
children who found themselves in difficult housing
situations and were using the services of shelters.

In cooperation with social workers from individual
facilities, we identified families ready to transition
to independent living. The Single Mothers' Club
provided them with targeted financial assistance,
which, depending on the specific situation, was
used to pay the deposit, rent, or basic furnishings
for their new home. As part of the project, we
supported a total of 10 families from Pardubice,
Ústí nad Labem, South Bohemia, and Olomouc,
among other places.

The project confirmed that timely and specific
assistance at a key moment can have a significant
impact on the stability of the entire family and
enable parents and their children to make a
dignified start in their new home.
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Christmas Initiative 2025

The Christmas campaign remains one of the
most powerful symbolic moments of the year.
In 2025, with the support of our donors, we
once again provided Christmas gifts for
hundreds of children from single-parent
families. As usual, corporate partners and
individual donors joined the project and helped
fulfill specific children's wishes. 

This year was truly a record-breaking one, with
an incredible 1,191 children's wishes from our
Christmas tree being fulfilled. The difference
compared to previous years was staggering.

Thanks to this collaboration, we were able to
create a joyful and dignified Christmas for
children whose parents would otherwise not
be able to afford to fulfill these wishes. The
Christmas initiative is not just about gifts—it is
primarily about the feeling that society has not
forgotten these families.

Hotline and online counseling

The Single Mothers Club's toll-free hotline
continues to be available every working day
from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. at 800 99 55 11. In 2025,
the hotline's workload remained at a
comparable level to previous years. We
consistently receive a high number of inquiries
from parents who turn to us in acute and long-
term life situations.

The most frequent questions from parents
concerned:

options for financial assistance and emergency
benefits,
changes in the state social support system,
filling out forms and communicating with
authorities,
child support and child custody issues,
dealing with debt, foreclosure, and bankruptcy,
housing availability,
procedures for leaving a relationship or
dealing with domestic violence.



KEY ACTIVITIES
Fashion Charity Shop

Fashion Charity Shop, a charity second-hand
store run by the Single Mothers' Club,
continued in 2025 to play an important role in
combining social assistance with the principles
of the circular economy. The project has long
contributed not only to financing assistance
programs for single parents, but also to
promoting responsible consumption and
sustainable fashion.

In 2025, the main store in Prague's Holešovice
district maintained its position as a select
second-hand store focusing primarily on
women's fashion and accessories. Its location
in the wider center of Prague continues to
contribute to high visitor numbers and appeals
to a clientele that combines an interest in
quality fashion with conscious support for the
non-profit sector.

The store in Hovorčovice, Prague-East,
stabilized in 2025 as a community store with a
wide range of women's, men's, and children's
clothing. The emphasis is on affordability,
quality, and a friendly environment. The store
also functions as a natural regional center for
clothing donations and support for local
solidarity.

After closing the e-shop at the end of 2024,
we focused fully on developing brick-and-
mortar stores and working effectively with
local customers in 2025. This step brought
greater operational stability and allowed us to
focus our capacities on the quality of the
range, customer service, and the direct impact
of the project. During the year, we opened two
new branches—a smaller operation on the
premises of the Clothing Bank and a branch in
Prague's Prosek district.
